Specific Policies for Accreditation Service Provision
Service language

The language used for the KAB accreditation service
is Korean, in principle, and can also be serviced in
English for most accreditation schemes.

If a CAB wish to receive accreditation services in a
language other than Korean or English, CAB must
provide interpretation and translation services, and
CAB must ensure that these services are fair and
impartial. CAB will be responsible for the cost of
translating and interpreting services.

If a CAB request for an English version of
assessment report, additional fee of one (1) man-
day will be charged.

Efforts and consultation for timely
provision of accredited services

KAB will make every effort to provide timely
accreditation services to CAB without undue delay,
and will actively communicate with CAB to achieve
this.

Particularly, in the accreditation decision-making
process, after the necessary assessment results are
completed, KAB proceed with the decision-making
process without undue delay.

Even in the case of accreditation schemes for which
KAB does not currently provide accreditation
services, the CAB or stakeholders actively review
the validity of the accreditation scheme if it wishes
to introduce a new accreditation scheme.

Conducting assessments and measures
for incomplete assessments

Accreditation assessment is conducted following the
procedures in Clause 4, in accordance with CAB's
application, or in accordance with the annual
assessment plan established by KAB agreed with
CAB.

If the required assessment is not completed within
the validity period of the accreditation, or the
specific assessment is not carried out or delayed
within the period of the periodic surveillance period
and time determined by KAB, KAB could initiate the
sanctioning procedure. Please refer to Annex F for
detailed criteria and procedures for sanctions.

Planning and adjusting individual
assessment plan

KAB consists assessment team with assessors who
are competent enough to conduct the responsible
assessment. This assessment team will include one
team leader who will control and take charge of the
management of the assessment, and additional
assessors and technical experts as determined by
KAB.

The assessment team leader develops an assessment
plan and communicates it with the CAB. Most
assessment plans will be sent three days before the
assessment starts, so that the CAB can review and
respond to them. For some special assessments,
there could be no plan notification, or it might be
sent at the day of assessment.

After receiving and reviewing assessment plan, the
CAB may request adjustment in detailed schedule,
or change of a particular assessor. However, only a
justifiable and reasonable request can be accepted
and reflected to the plan.

CAB's office to be assessed

Office evaluation should be conducted at all
offices/premises that perform the key functions of
conformity assessment activities, including the head
office of the CAB. Other offices must also have an
office assessment within the accreditation cycle.
Please refer to Table 2.1.

Office evaluations are conducted for 1MD for each

of the sites other than the main office. If the office

is located overseas, the following items can be
carried out:

a) if an overseas office is accredited by the local
accreditation body in the country concerned, the
evaluation report of that accreditation body may
be substituted for the office evaluation;

b) may request the local accreditation body to
conduct office assessment on behalf of KAB, or
may propose a joint assessment.

2 36 Classification and corrective actions of
assessment findings

The findings of the KAB's assessment are classified into
nonconformities and recommendations. The respective
conditions of issuance and the measures to be taken by
the CAB are shown in Table 2.2 below.

If no action is taken in accordance with the criteria
above without acceptable justification, KAB will
take the following measures:

a) For an assessment based on the application for
accreditation (initial, renewal, scope expansion,
etc.), the application is rejected

b) For surveillance, KAB initiates the procedure of
suspension or withdrawal of accreditation.

In case of nonconformity, the next assessment
reaffirms the effectiveness of the corrective action
implemented by the CAB.

Recommendations are used as key assessment
points in the next assessment.

The CAB shall also bear the cost of utilizing
technical experts, if KAB brings technical experts
for effective witness. However, the cost of technical
experts can be exempted for some accreditation
schemes such as AQMS.

It is the duty of the CAB to inform its client, to
explain the witnessing procedure, and to get the
client’s agreement. The CAB is not expected to
change its conformity assessment team, plan or
duration due to the witnessing. If such changes do
take place, the CAB shall provide appropriate
justification to the KAB.

It is the responsibility of the CAB’s client to inform
in advance the conformity assessment team and the
KAB assessors, of all the applicable safety and
security requirements.

Conducting witnesses

Normally, the full on-site conformity assessment
activity shall be witnessed, unless objectives for a
particular activity can be satisfied with a partial
witnessing.

During witnessing, the KAB assessors' activities are
restricted to be those of an observer, without
influencing the conduct of the conformity
assessments by the CAB's team. Assessors will not
directly give questions to the CAB's client, nor
provide any opinions to the CAB’s team or client at
any time.

However, access to the client's documentation
reviewed by the CAB's team must be promptly
provided to the KAB's assessors upon request.

KAB assessors will conform to safety rules made
known to them by the organization; however, it is
expected that KAB assessors can take immediate
action at any time to avoid injury, including
stopping witness and leaving the area or the
organization if necessary.

If at any time during the assessment, if assessor
observes a potential condition he or she considers
to be an imminent risk of high severity, the KAB
assessor can request an immediate private meeting
with the CAB’s team leader to inform him or her of
the potential threat, with the expectation the CAB's
team leader will address the threat with the client
in accordance with the CAB's process and any legal
obligation.

4.6.6 Reporting witness results

4.6.7

Witness results including followings will be
delivered to the CAB'’s conformity assessment team
with its confirmation, during the official closing
meeting, in the absence of the CB’s client:

a) assessment result summary report

b) (if applicable) findings report

Findings will be discussed and agreed with the
conformity assessment team leader. Findings not
agreed will be recorded in summary report a) and
will be reported to KAB.

In some cases, the witness team may request and
review the completed conformity assessment report,
and then confirm the results of the witness. In this
case, the confirmed results will be sent back to the
CAB and the conformity assessment team.

Measures for not witness or refusal

If required witnesses does not proceed within the
due date, KAB will dismiss the application or either
initiate an accreditation scope reduction or
withdrawal process. However, the CAB can officially
submit a reason for postponing the witness to KAB,
and the due date may be extended for an additional
3 months only if the reason is proven valid.

If the CAB does not prove a just cause for refusal of
the appraisal, or one of the following applies, KAB
may dismiss the scope of the accreditation
application or make an accreditation decision to
reduce the accreditation scope of the CAB:
a) If KAB is unable to accept the refusal of witness
b) If the refusal of witness impedes the effective
evaluation of the application scope or
accreditation scope.

If the CB client refuses the AB witnessing, in order
to avoid sanctions, the CAB shall withdraw the
existing accredited certificate.

If sanctions are imposed on a CAB resulting in
certificate withdrawal then KAB have to notify other
ABs and all scheme owners who may be impacted,
if their identity is known. An accredited certificate
shall not be issued if, in order to avoid witnessing,
the client transfers the certificate to another CAB or
if the CAB intends to reissue the same certificate
under the coverage of another accreditation body.
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4.6.8 Actions to be taken for nonconformities

The classification of possible witness assessment
findings and the corrective measures to be taken by
CAB are shown in Table 2.2.

For nonconformities, the assessment team shall
establish a deadline for the submission of corrective
action and/or corrective action plan by agreeing
with either of two options until the witness is
completed.

4.6.9 Impact of witness assessment results

If the nonconformity found by the witness
assessment is deemed to be a serious imperfection
for the CAB's conformity assessment activities, then
KAB can take actions such as reassessment, follow -
up assessment, additional witness, rejection of
accreditation application, suspension or withdrawal
of accreditation as determined necessary.

The CAB shall complete the corrective action and
submit the results to KAB within the time limit
agreed upon with the evaluation team as provided
in Table2.2

If the assessment team finds that the corrective
action submitted by the CAB is not satisfactory, it
will require an additional corrective action once,
with a 30-days’ deadline. If the result of the re-
corrective action is not submitted within the
specified period, or if the re-corrective action is not
satisfactory, KAB can discontinue the accreditation
process and take measures such as rejection of the
accreditation application or sanctions.

4.6.10 Billing and payment of assessment fee

Witness assessment fees are charged at the same
time as the assessment plan notification, and the
CAB must pay the invoiced expenses to KAB by the
end of the next month based on the billing date.

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Reporting Assessment Results

4.8.1 Time of final reporting

Assessment results are sent to the CAB in written
document with official letter within 30 working days
after completion of all necessary assessments and
reviews described in 4.9.1. If any nonconformity is
found during assessments, review process will be
initiated after the assessment team determines that
corrective actions CAB submitted are acceptable and
enough to finalize the assessment report.

4.8.2 Contents of assessment report delivered

The assessment report delivered is to be written in
Korean. If a CAB request for an English version of
the report, additional fee of 1 man-day is charged
for making that report.

a) proposed scopes assessed and recommended

4.8.3 Complaints for assessment results

CAB can officially raise a complaint to KAB if it has
valid reason against the accreditation assessment
result report delivered. Please consult Section 8 of
this document for KAB's procedure for complaint
handling.
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Accreditation Decision Making

KAB makes accreditation decision for initial
accreditation, extension/reduction of accreditation
scope, and suspension/withdrawal of accreditation,
based on result of accreditation assessments and
review of other related information. Accreditation
decision making procedure of KAB consists of two
stages detailed below, in order to ensure
independent, fair and professional decision making.

4.9.1 Review of assessment records

After completion of set of assessments required, all
their records are reviewed in depth by competent
and impartial verifier(s) who did not participate any
assessment activities for the CAB, and qualified for
accreditation scopes in question.

The objective of this review is to confirm that all
assessments have been conducted following KAB
procedures, and their results are technically
complete.

During this review process, designated verifier(s)
may request additional information to the CAB if
required. The CAB shall response to this request
sincerely.

All accreditation assessment reports are to be
published after completion of these record review
procedures.

4.9.2 Accreditation Review Committee (ARC)

KAB operates Accreditation Review Committee
(ARC) consisted by external professionals, in order
to maximize our objectivity and impartiality of
accreditation decision making process.

4.9.2.1 Decisions under the ARC's responsibility

The ARC is generally responsible for the following

accreditation decisions on:

a) initial accreditation;

b) accreditation renewal (reassessment);

c) extending (adding) accreditation scheme;

d) transferring accreditation from
accreditation body to KAB;

e) all kind of sanctions, including withdrawal,
suspension, reducing of accreditation.

Public Notice and Delivery of Accreditation Decisions

Public notice of accreditation decisions

The accreditation decision will be registered at the
KAB official webpage, which is always open to the
public. And it will be delivered to the CAB with
official letter. The decision will go effective from the
date of publication. However, in the case of an
accreditation decision involving a registration fee
request, such as an initial or renewal accreditation,
accreditation certificate will be issued after the
required fee is paid in full.

All accreditation decisions take effect on the date of
notification.

Delivering accreditation decisions &
accreditation certificate

KAB generally delivers its accreditation decision to
the CAB in an official letter, and upload a pdf file of
Korean and English versions of the accreditation
certificate to the KAB webpage. However, the CAB
can consult with KAB to set up a time and method
of delivery of the certificate.

If the CAB asks to hold a formal accreditation
ceremony, KAB will cooperate as far as
circumstances permit.

If a CAB want to receive hard copies in addition to
the electronic file, please ask responsible KAB staff.

Surveillance witness can be exempted if there is no
conformity assessment activity other than already
witnessed, within the same accreditation cycle.

5.2.2.2 For MSCBs, mitigation of witness condition
As stated in Annex B, the witness for the second
stage of the management system certification audit
shall be conducted for at least 1.5 days for each
accreditation schemes, and if there is no client to
audit under the same conditions, conducting 1 day
audits twice shall be considered to have met the
condition for one witness assessment..

However, within the same accreditation cycle,
witnesses are also allowed for 2™ stage audits
conducted for one day, within 30% of the total
number of witnesses. However, it is not allowed to
reduce the number of audit days by increasing the
number of auditors. (e.g. 2 auditors X 1 day audit is
not possible)

Impact of periodic surveillance assessments

As periodic surveillances are to check whether the
CAB consistently meets the KAB accreditation
criteria, the results of them is used to determine
whether or not KAB accreditation is able to be
maintained.

KAB accreditation may be suspended or withdrawn
if the assessment reveals a significant violation of
the accreditation criteria, or if the found
nonconformities have not been properly addressed.

Actions to not completed surveillance
assessment

5.2.4

KAB accreditation may be invalidated if the
evaluation is not completed within the validity
period of the accreditation or the periodic
surveillance cycle and time limit set by the KAB due
to the delay of certain assessment steps.

The CAB must ensure that all applicable
assessments are completed within the scheduled
periodic surveillance cycle. Sanction may be taken
in accordance with AnnexF if the assessment is not
completed in time or if there is no valid justification
for delay.

Actions to not completed accreditation
renewal assessment

If all accreditation renewal assessment activities,
including renewal accreditation decisions, are not
completed before the validity period expires, the
KAB accreditation will be invalidated from the
expiration date.

However, the CAB may request that the KAB
accreditation be restored upon completion of an
outstanding renewal assessment activity within a
six (6) month grace period from the expiration of
the accreditation period. In this case, the validity
period for renewal accreditation is granted only for
the remaining period of time except for the time
spent for restoration activities in the basic
accreditation cycle.

Integrated Assessment of Multiple Accreditation Schemes

Principles for integrated assessment

Integrated assessment means a simultaneous
assessment of two or more accreditation schemes
for which KAB is providing accreditation services,
and is only available for accreditation schemes in
the same sector (i.e. the same CAB requirements (R
documents) apply).

EXAMPLE 1 Because KAB-R-MSCB applies to
both QMS and EMS, they can be
assesses as integrated.

EXAMPLE2 As KAB-R-MSCB applies to QMS and

KAB-R-PeCB applies to NDT, they
cannot be assessed as integrated.
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Integrated assessment is possible through the
adjustment schedule for the individual accreditation
to be integrated. However, the integration of
different types of accredited scheme is possible
through the adjustment of the wvalid period
according to 5.4.3. If there are more than five
individual basic accredited schemes to be
integrated, the decision can be made through

internal discussion to conduct the integrated
assessment.
The conditions under which an integrated

assessment can be performed are as follows:
a) integrated management system of CAB for
operation of accreditation schemes
b) have an integrated conformity assessment
process that includes:
— estimation criteria for conformity assessment
period
— composing conformity assessment team
— conformity assessment procedures
— procedure for reporting
assessment results
— other procedures necessary for conducting an
integrated assessment

conformity

If the CAB has initially applied for more than one
accreditation scheme for which an integrated
assessment is allowed at the same time, subsequent
assessments are, in principle, conducted as an
integrated assessment.

In the case of accreditation schemes that can be
integrated but have not been simultaneously applied
for and therefore accreditation validity is different,
assessment time have to be adjusted according to
5.4.2.

However, please consult with KAB in advance,
because the actual integrated assessment may not
possible due to various factors,

Adjusting assessment dates for
integrated assessment

If two or more accreditation schemes is to be
assessed as an integrated assessment, it can be
carried out by adjusting the timing of the year of
assessments to the earlier one.

In principle, it is not allowed to postpone the timing
of any specific accreditation scheme assessment to
make it as integrated.

Adjusting period of accreditation validity
for integrated assessment
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The CAB may request the KAB to match the period
of accreditation validity of more than two accredited
schemes with different validity periods, in order to
take all subsequent KAB assessments as an
integrated assessment.

In this case, all expiration dates will be adjusted into
the quickest date of the schemes as long as
assessment cycles are not violated, and KAB
accreditation certificate will be reissued reflecting
these changes.

Transition of Unaccredited Conformity Assessment Activities into Under Accreditation

5.5.1 Principles for transition

The IAF strictly prohibits the issuance of uncertified
certificates within the accreditation scope in order
to prevent them from being mixed with
unaccredited conformity assessments that cannot
guarantee international credibility in the market. In
addition, the existing unaccredited certificate issued
prior to the accreditation is required to be transition
to an accredited certificate within one year from the
date of the accreditation decision.

Therefore, after accredited by KAB, CABs can make
transition of unaccredited conformity assessment
results (i.e. management system certificate, person
certificate, validation report, verification report,
etc.) they already conducted, within the
accreditation scope of accredited scheme, into KAB
accredited ones. Especially, the transition activity is
mandatory for management system certification
area.

A CAB who wants to make its unaccredited
conformity assessment into a KAB accreditation
activity must complete and submit an “Unaccredited
Activity Transition Application” to the KAB, and
obtain KAB approval through the office assessment
specified in B.2.3.3.

Document review will assess whether KAB's
additional requirements are reflected, the status of
legal entity operations and financial stability, and
whether there are any violations of regulations
related to conformity assessment activities.

Office assessment will review the status of overall
accreditation, including whether corrective action
has been completed for nonconformities issued by
existing accreditation bodies, the extent of
accreditation scope that can be bestowed, and the
status of filing and handling complaints and
complaints.

Corrective actions for nonconformities issued by
existing accreditation bodies should be confirmed
by the accreditation body before applying for an
accreditation transfer. If necessary, KAB can further
review whether the corrective actions for the
nonconformities have been adequately completed.

Whether the scope of accreditation accredited by
other accreditation bodies can be converted into
KAB scheme is determined by reviewing the status
of conformity assessment personnel and technical
analysis data for each accreditation scope.

In principle, any witness is not carried out during
the accreditation transfer assessment, and the
critical codes will be witnessed in subsequent
assessments. Critical code witnesses must be
completed during the remaining accreditation
validity plus 5 years.

Accreditation transfer decision making

After the accreditation transfer assessment has been
completed, KAB decides whether to approve the
accreditation  transfer  through the KAB
Accreditation Review Committee (ARC).

If the accreditation transfer is approved, the
accreditation validity will be based on that of the
existing accreditation body.

After the KAB has publicly announced the
accreditation decision on accreditation transfer,
CAB may provide KAB accredited conformity
assessment service only after it has entered into a
new or revised accreditation agreement with
organizations,  specifying consent on its
accreditation transfer and commitments to KAB
criteria.

Changes in Accreditation

Extension of accreditation scheme

In addition to accreditation schemes that maintain
KAB accreditation, if you need to apply for
additional  accreditation schemes for KAB
accreditation, please refer to the accreditation
procedure in Section 4.

Extension of accreditation scope

If you want to extend accreditation scope
(accredited certification activity, code, certification
scheme, test method, qualification level, etc.) within
a specific accreditation scheme that currently holds
KAB accreditation, please refer to accreditation
procedure in Section 4.

For accreditation scope extension, a document
review may be carried out in the event of significant
changes in the quality system of the CAB, and
witnesses may be omitted if the office assessment
shows that the competence of the application of
conformity assessment activities for the scope of
application has been demonstrated.

For FSMS certification body, witnesses can be
omitted when the applied scope is within the
cluster(s) already accredited.

Addition or reduction of CAB office

If CAB want to add its permanent office (see Table
2.1), yvou have to apply for KAB addition. If a
permanent office conducts any key activity or
manages (or maintains a record of) non-employees
who manage or conduct a key activity, 1 MD's office
assessment is performed at each additional office,
with 0.5 MD’s office assessment at the CAB’s main
office.

If CAB want to reduce your office, you must report
it to KAB because it corresponds to the change of
location in 6.1.1d).

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Voluntary Suspension, Reduction, Withdrawal of KAB Accreditation

Voluntary suspension or reduction

If the CAB intends to voluntarily suspend or reduce
part of the accredited conformity assessment
activity due to the inability to retain conformity
assessment personnel or to reduce relevant office,
the CAB shall request the suspension or reduction
to KAB within one month from the date of
occurrence.

If KAB determines that the request received has a
significant impact on the CAB's accredited
conformity assessment activity, KAB may conduct a
follow-up assessment as described in 4.7.2.

After the suspension or reduction process is
completed, KAB will announce the name of the CAB
and the voluntary accreditation suspension or
reduction on the KAB webpage.

Voluntary withdrawal

If a CAB want to voluntarily withdraw all of its KAB
accreditation, the CAB must pay the outstanding
accreditation fee along with submission of the
“Application for suspension/reduction of
certification" form and related documents.

After the withdrawal process is completed, KAB will
announce the name of the CAB and the voluntary
accreditation withdrawal on the KAB webpage.

Temporary Pause of KAB Accreditation

When the overall accreditation criteria applicable to
the CAB are satisfied but not conforming in a
particular accreditation scope, the CAB must apply
for a reduction of the accreditation scope in
accordance with 6.3.1, or apply for temporal pause
of the accreditation scope.

If a CAB applies for a temporal pause, KAB will
disclose the name of the CAB, the accreditation
scope and the length of pause, without a decision of
the Accreditation Review Committee.

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Rights of the accredited CABs

CABs accredited by KAB and maintaining
accreditation status have rights described below.

Registration and publication of accreditation

By registering CAB’s accreditation information who
gained and has maintaining KAB accreditation into
KAB’s official webpage, KAB ensures the CAB's
credibility to publics including users of conformity
assessment services.

Also, KAB assures its accredited CABs enjoy benefits
of international credibility and multilateral recognition,
by sharing accreditation information with international
organizations such as IAF, APAC, etc.

Use of accreditation mark and advertising
accredited status

CABs maintaining valid KAB accreditation can use
KAB accreditation mark, and also can advertise its
accredited status from KAB.

Additionally, for those accreditation schemes that
KAB has been signed for IAF MLA, CABs can also
use the IAF MLA mark after make an agreement for
it.

Details for use of the KAB accreditation mark and
IAF MLA mark, and for advertising accreditation
status can be found in AnnexE.

Providing useful information

KAB regularly attends relevant international
conferences and participates in the decision-
making process to obtain the latest information on
the international accreditation and conformity
assessment markets and to represent the domestic
conformity assessment market. KAB also closely
interact with foreign accreditation bodies as needed.

IAF sets out procedures for responding to
unrecognized cases of international mutual
recognition as IAF ML2 documents, and KAB is
actively responding to unrecognized cases by
following this procedure.

Therefore, KAB may in
this case explain the international acceptance of
KAB accredited conformity assessments to the end
user, but cannot infringe these rights.

As mentioned in 7.2.1 above, KAB conducts follow -
up activities to confirm whether the accredited CAB
is consistently complying with accreditation criteria.

CABs are responsible for ensuring that they
continue to comply with accreditation criteria by
actively  cooperating with KAB's follow-up
activities.

Cooperate with KAB's follow-up activities

Stakeholders may file a complaint or appeal to a CAB
that has been accredited by KAB or its conformity
assessment activities, in which case KAB will follow
the complaints and appeals handling procedures set
forth in Section 8 to address this.

Therefore, CABs applying for or maintaining KAB
accreditation must immediately submit a record of
action taken by them for all disputes, complaints
and appeals raised by these stakeholders, including
certified organizations/persons.

Reporting required information

CABs maintaining KAB accreditation must report
information requested by KAB as described in
Annex D. This reporting includes information on
changes in the CAB, and performance of conformity
assessment activity accredited by KAB.

Details can be found in AnnexD.

Payment of accreditation fees

A CAB applying for or maintaining a KAB
accreditation must pay the accreditation fees
charged by KAB until due dates in accordance with
the criteria set out in AnnexC.

Please refer to Annex C for details on the
accreditation fees and payment methods.
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7.2.6 Not providing conformity assessment service

against accreditation standard(s)

The IAF strictly prohibits the provision of
conformity assessment services against standards
used by KAB for its accreditation of CABs (e.g.
ISO/IEC 17021-1, ISO 22003, etc.).

Since the CAB'’s act like this will causes KAB to
unintentionally provide the same services as the
CAB, it causes a breach of international standards,
so the KAB will undertake to suspend accreditation
of the CAB.

KAB will communicate our receipt and outcomes to
the complainants or appellants appropriately. If
needed, KAB will report our progress on the issue
also. Especially, the outcomes will be communicated
in official way.

KAB's investigation and decision on complaints or
appeals will not result in any discriminatory actions
against complainants or appellants.

Also, KAB ensures that complaints and appeals will
be reviewed by, and decided by individuals not
involved in the activities in question.

However, following cases may not be processed

Handling Panel (CAHP)

KAB manager will constitute a Complaint and
Appeal Handling Panel (CAHP) with independent
persons who are not involved with the validated
complaint or appeal, in order to ensure impartial
treatment.

External expert may participate in the CAHP

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8.3.4 CAHP'sinvestigation and analysis of
complaint or appeal

The CAHP conducts investigation on complaint or
appeal requested to make decision and report on
following items:

a) Result of analysis

b) Result of cause analysis

c) Extent of damages to the related interested
parties

d) Related restrictions including legal
requirements

e) Whether to reject or take action
f) Recommendation on further action, if required

When the CAHP determines that additional
information from the CAB is needed, or some
specific action of the CAB is required, KAB can
inform the CAB about the request on behalf of the
CAHP.

However,
if there is a significant financial burden on KAB, it
may be decided by KAB board of directors.

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Principles for Granting Accreditation Scopes

KAB's principles for granting CAB accreditation
scopes are as follows:

a) Within the applied scope, the accreditation scope

is granted only to whose conformity to the
accreditation criteria has been confirmed
through assessment activities.
The assessment will not be conducted for the
scope not applied, and no scope will be added
during the assessments. In addition, the applied
scope not conforming to the accreditation
criteria will not be granted.

Therefore, if its misuse in an
advertisement or a catalog is found, CAB must
take appropriate measures such as requesting
corrective action, recovering certificate, and
public notice of misuse, etc.

g) If a non-certified organization uses the
certification mark falsely, it may be disposed of
in accordance with the penalty surcharge
standard of the Act on the Fairness of Labeling
and Advertising and the Enforcement Decree of
the Act. CAB have to report KAB immediately
with detection of such a case. CAB must also
register its CAB mark to the responsible
authority in order to protect its mark attached to
the certificate.

When suspension, reduction, or withdrawal of
accreditation is determined based on voluntary
request from a CAB following 6.2, there will be no
disadvantages imposed to the CAB because it is not
a case for any sanction.

However, if voluntary request is made after KAB's
initiation of sanction procedure, with expectation to
avoid disadvantages of predicted sanctions, these
kind of application will not be allowed and it will be
rejected.

Rules for Imposing Sactions

Suspension period will not exceed three months in
principle, but it may increase depending on the
decision of the Accreditation Review Committee
(ARC). Once decided, the suspension is valid during
the period even if the cause of suspension is
resolved before the end of the period. Accreditation
will be withdrawn if the suspended CAB, without
reasonable excuse, cannot prove to KAB that the
cause of suspension is resolved, or cannot meet the
lifting conditions the ARC determined.

Sanctions will be applied to all accreditation scope
under KAB accreditation.

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Procedures for Sanctions
KAB strictly adheres to the following procedures

when imposing sanctions to its accredited CABs, for
objective and impartial implementation.

Review and decision making of Accreditation
Review Committee (ARC)

F.4.1

When a case is proven to be a violation which should be
sanctioned, KAB propose a sanction agenda to the
Accreditation Review Committee for its review. Even if
the reason for sanction is resolved before the accreditation
review committee is held, the sanction proposal will be
presented to the Accreditation Review Committee..

The responsible CAB will be given an opportunity to
attend the ARC for defense. Call for attendance will
be noticed to the CAB before one week if there is no
special circumstance to do so.

If a sanction is decided by ARC, KAB officially notice
the decision to the responsible CAB.

F.4.2 Appeals

The responsible CAB will have 10 days after official
notice from KAB for any appeal. However, if there
are unavoidable circumstances, it can be granted up
to 20 days. (In the case of Remark 3, it will be
granted up to 3 days before the next Accreditation
Review Committee meeting)

Appeals will be handled according to the procedures
in Section 8 of this document.

F.4.3 Effective date of sanction

The effect of sanction decided by ARC will become
effective as below, KAB will publicly notice this
sanction at the time of effectiveness, according to
F.5.

a) If there is no appeals received , it will take effect from
the time of termination.

Public Notice of Sanction

KAB has responsibility to disclose the fact of
imposing sanctions, in order to protect interests of
users of conformity assessment market. For this
purpose, KAB publicly notices information about
sanctions KAB imposed as follows.

Disclosure in KAB website

When a sanction goes effective according to F.4.3,
KAB will disclose the information including the
CAB'’s name sanctioned, type of sanction given, and
period of sanction if applicable, etc. in public noti ce
area of KAB official website.

Notice to IAF

As stated in KAB-AR-MD7, IAF takes strict actions
to prevent unaccredited or fraudulent certificate
being used in the market, with purpose of
maintaining MLA’s effect. This requires KAB to
notice IAF about sanctions imposed, which
information will be shared in global accreditation
society through IAF Secretariat.
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
